We can and will make a difference only through actively serving
the Lord with whatever abilities we have, and not through living the philosophy
of "Live, and let live." We certainly cannot force people to change their way of
life or their convictions, but that does not mean that we should not be active,
even aggressive, and even militant at times. The church can make a difference
by actively, aggressively, and militantly promoting what is right and opposing
what is wrong. Please remember, though, that all of our words and actions
must be motivated by love and compassion, and must be accompanied by
the same.
