God works in almost unnoticeable ways. Think of the way
He chose to begin the kingdom.

He began it in the little known country on the backside
of the earth called Palestine.

The Son of God walked into that little country and
called to Himself ahandful of fishermen whose hands

were calloused and rough. He called atax collector
right off the street. He called people whom others
would not touch because they smelled bad. He called
the Samaritans. He called the lonely, discouraged, and
despondent people who felt there was not achance in
the world of their lives ever amounting to anything.
With these people He began His kingdom, the church.

It was atiny beginning, almost unnoticed, but it grew until it
spread throughout the world.
God works in almost unnoticeable ways: asimple handshake,
an encouraging word, aloving visit, asimple sermon, can be
that small beginning. It is still happening today.
